His talent soon showed
itself, and when his distant relative, Richard Siluma, heard him play, he was on his way
to success. Lucky’s first solo album was released in 1984; he called Lengane Ngeyetha,
it featured Zulu soul music and went gold, as did his second album, Kukuwe. He
recorded the first Reggae album ever made in South Africa, Rasta never die, in 1985,
but it was never played because of its political content.

Lucky is loyal to his Reggae roots. His heroes are still Peter Tosh and Bob Marley. His
songs reflect his inner thoughts. “I believe, as I did when I recorded Together As One,
that we should always be optimistic — the track Different Colours One People reinforces
my message that we should all unite irrespective of race, colour or creed.

Traditional ceremonies are celebrations of important and meaningful events. People and
communities all over the world have these ceremonies. Ceremonies are associated with
marriage, the birth of a child or the naming of a baby. They can also celebrate planting
and harvesting crops, or the coming of rain. Other ceremonies are associated with more
mysterious things like death, witchcraft and magic.

Now let us talk about a traditional ceremony called lobolo. It is a ceremony that takes
place when the family wants to marry off a son. It is common in the southern
Mozambique.

First, the groom’s family gets to meet the family of the bride-to be to discuss the
marriage proposal. In the meeting, the groom’s family explains that they would like
their son to marry the daughter of the other family. Once the family of the bride —to be
agrees to the proposal, they write down a list of demands and give it to the groom’s
family. The demands on the list usually include things like clothing, jewellery for the
bride, a suit for the father, a mucumi and a vemba for the mother of the bride, and
clothes for the aunts and grandmothers.

It is also customary to ask for a five-litre bottle of red wine and a one-litre bottle of
white wine. These bottles of wine are used to perform the kupatcha ceremony in which
the ancestors are wakened. The rest of the wine is used for the party.

When the day arrives, the families get together for the celebration. The bride is taken
from the group of girls and she gets dressed up. The mother of the bride, dressed in the
mucumi and vemba, carried the bottle of the white whine on her back. This represents
the girl who has been chosen as the bride. Everyone dances, drinks a lot of traditional
beer, and eats meat and other food. Later, the bride and the groom are joined in

Like in any other programmes, the microfinance programs in Mozambique target areas
and populations that are vulnerable and who do not have access to formal credit. These
programs are mostly run in the northern provinces of Cabo Delgado and Niassa that
were also affected by the civil war. Here, the majority of farmers and fishermen are
women that live with less that 1USD a day.

These women are integrated into The Aga Khan Foundation that is aimed at giving rural
support. Aga Khan activities center around helping farmers and fishermen to raise
incomes through the provision of credits, better seed and inputs. On the coast, loans
have been extended to fishing cooperatives for boast and equipment purchase as well as
fish and shellfish processing.

On the inland, farmers have been receiving support on improved seeds for maize, rice,
groundnuts, sunflower, sesame, beans and vegetables. Fortunately, these farmers are
told to repay these improved seeds after they have harvested their crops not in cash but
in other agricultural products.

Livestock is also distributed by the program on credit basis to low income households.
They are told to repay it through offsprings to other households.

Currently, the demand for micro credit is growing for non-farm activities. In 2004, this
program managed to distribute 1,300 micro loans for petty trading, fishing, transport
and flourmills.

1 Harvesting Cocoa

When cocoa beans are ripe, they are harvested. This process consists of several steps:
cutting the pods from the trees, splitting them open, fermentation and drying. There are
two harvests each year. The main crop is harvested between September and January.
There is also a small crop between April and May.

At 2 harvest time the farmer and his helpers cut the ripe pods from the trees. The pods,
which grow closest to the ground, are cut with a machete. The ones, which are too high,
are cut with a special knife on a long pole.

The harvested pods 3 are collected into a large pile and split open. This 3 is done
carefully to avoid damaging the beans inside. Splitting is done with a machete or by
cracking the pods with a stick. The beans are scooped out and put into baskets.

4 Next is necessary to remove the sticky pulp, which surrounds the beans. This is done
by the process called 5 fermentation. The beans are put in a large heap and covered with
plantain leaves. A small ditch is made around the heap 6 so that the pulp can drain
away. The beans are usually left about six days 6 to ferment.

The last step is 7 drying. 8 When the pulp has gone, the beans are spread on low
platforms and left to dry in the sun. They are turned every day to make sure they dry
evenly. Any damaged or poor quality beans are removed. Drying usually takes ten to
fourteen days. When the beans are thoroughly dry, they are put into sacks.

On 20™ M 1911, Carolina Beatriz Angelo insisted on voting. The Portuguese law
specified that voters should be over 21, should know to read and write and be the head
of the family. Criminals and mentally disabled were forbidden to vote. Nowhere was
specified that women were not entitled to vote, so cheered by some and scorned by
others, she courageously went to the polling-booth to cast her vote. She was the only
woman to do so at those elections. Unfortunately, she died months later at the age of 33.

These programs are mostly run in
the northern provinces of Cabo Delgado and Niassa that were also
affected by the civil waHere, the majority of farmers and fishermen
are women that live with less that 1USD a.day

These women are integrated ifiteeAga Khan Foundation that is

aimed at giving rural suppoAga Khan activities center around

helping farmers and fishermen to raise incomes through the provision
of credits, better seed and inputs. On the coast, loans have been
extended to fishing cooperatives for boast and equipment purchase as
well as fish and shellfish processing.

On the inland, farmers have been receiving support on improved seeds
for maize, rice, groundnuts, sunfloywsesame, beans and vegetables.
Fortunatelythese farmers are told to repay these improved seeds
after they have harvested their crops not in cash but in other
agricultural products.

Livestock is also distributed by the program on credit basis to low
income households. They are told to repay it through offsprings to
other households.

Currently the demand for micro credit is growing for non-farm
activities. In 2004, this program managed to distribute 1,300 micro
loans for petty trading, fishing, transport and flourmills.

founded bywWangari Maathai, a Kenyan biologist and it is responsible for
planting trees. This movement has a formidable mission of pushing back
the Kenyas desert by planting trees, fighting against poverty and
malnutrition. Maathai founded the GBM after visiting the village where she
was born, after having seen that whole forests had been cleared in order to
remove the timber and grow crops.

She also got shocked when she found that children were suffering from
kwashiorkor which is a disease caused by malnutrition. Children with this
disease have their hair turn orange in cqlthay have rashes on their skin
and swollen bellies. They also look tired and listless.

She was amazed to learn that malnutrition issue was linked to the lack of
fuel as people were eating less of the nutritious foods like beans and maize
and were choosing refined foods like rice because they require less
cooking.

Another disease that leads to malnutrition is marasmus, which is
characterized by very thin shoulders, buttocks and skin. Children that get
this disease lose their hair and their faces look old.

The most common symptoms of malnutrition are weight loss, water
retention, changes in the skin and Jend general listlessness.

Your eyes are like round, white balls. Look carefully at one of your
friend’s eyes. In the middle of the white ball there is a circle of
colour, which can be brown, green or blue. This is called the iris.
In the middle of the iris is a black dot, which we call pupil.

The pupil lets light into the eye so that we can see. The iris can
close the pupil to a tiny dot when it is very bright to prevent too
much light from getting into the eye. When there is very little
light, the iris opens up to make the pupil large so that more light
can get in.

Our eyes are protected by our eyelids and eyelashes. We protect
our eyes by closing them if anything comes towards them, and our
eyelashes help us to keep dust out of our eyes. But if dust does get
into our eyes, then tears help to wash it away so that it doesn’t
scratch our eyes.

Our eyes show us light, colour, tell us the size and shape of objects
and tell us where these objects are. But no everybody’s eyes work
perfectly. Inside the eye is a lens, which helps us focus on what we
are looking at. The lens focuses rays of light from the object on
the back of the eyes. This is what makes us see things and gives us
light.

If you are short-sighted, then you can not see things clearly when
they are far away. This is because the lens inside your eye makes
light rays focus just before the back of your eye.
